Jesus’ understood human nature: He knew what people thought and what was going on in their hearts.  The Temple was a place of worship.  It was a place where people went to pray and renew their relationship with God.  But they changed the Temple From a place of worship into a place of business.  That was bad enough, but then they cheated the people who came there to pray and forced them to pay double or triple the normal price.  
He knew their hearts.  And He knows our hearts. 

Jesus knew that people would see The Signs And The Miracles He Did but would refuse to See The Message Behind The Signs.  Instead of listening to what he had to say, they just saw him as Someone Who Could Give Them A Free Meal Or-

-Entertain Them.  He knew that they Wouldn’t See Who He Really Was or listen to his message.  Those who love the ways of the world will never be able to accept sacrificial love or death on a cross as the way to salvation. - Even though He Showed Us What Real Love Is when He Died On The Cross For Us.  

When God created us He gave us All Of Creation To Care For And A Unique Relationship With Himself.   And God never repents of His gifts.  
That relationship with God was broken by man and so it had to be a man that would repair the relationship.  One who is truly one of us in every way - but sin.  The man, the Son of God, emptied himself to become one of us and He offered His Life Up For Us so that we could be reunited with the Father through Him and be able to have a share in His Divine life.  His death bridged the gap between God, The World      
and Us - Once Again.  

The cross didn’t make any sense to the Jews Who Wanted Signs And Wonders - And A Conquering Messiah.  The cross didn’t make sense to the Gentiles who couldn’t understand the wisdom of the cross.  But, like St. Paul wrote, “We preach Christ crucified, a stumbling block to the Jews, and foolishness to the Gentiles, but to all those who are called, Jews and Gentiles alike, Christ is the power of God and the wisdom of God.  For God’s foolishness is wiser than men, and his weakness more powerful than men.” 

Remember the story in the bible about how the disciples were So Awe-Struck at the sight of the Temple?  Even though the disciples couldn’t imagine it at the time, Jesus told them that the Temple Not Only Could Be, But That It Would Be Destroyed.  Which is true about anything that’s made by man.
The Romans totally destroyed the Temple in 70 AD except for one wall that is still there - it’s called the Wailing Wall.  But Christ is the Temple not made by human hands that will never be destroyed.  His love is Unconditional And Eternal and He’ll always be with us.  

Our houses, or churches or buildings can all be destroyed but nothing can ever destroy the Temple of the Holy Spirit-

-which is within each one of us.  The one thing that will last forever is the sacrificial love of the Lord.  The same love He calls us to share with the world.  To follow the way of the Lord we have to be willing to make sacrifices for others.  We have to be willing to show that Jesus’ wisdom and strength, which is the wisdom and strength of the cross, proves that the way that the world thinks, always leaves us empty in the end.  Without The Wisdom Of The Cross To Guide Us - everything is really just a waste of time.
