We don’t usually see God’s glory.  Even the apostles didn’t see much of His glory when they were with Jesus.  They saw His goodness and His kindness and His teaching and miracles.  But the apostles Still didn’t know who Jesus was.

They Thought He Was The Messiah but they didn’t understand what that meant.  Jesus told them that he had to suffer but they Refused To Believe That This Could Happen To The Messiah.  Instead they argued about sitting at His right or left hand when He came into his glory.

But they were expecting a different kind of glory.  They thought that Jesus would Overthrow The Romans and Rule The World.  
When Jesus took Peter, James and John up the mountain they saw something they Couldn’t Comprehend.  The Gospel says that they kept silence and told no one what they had seen.  
That’s probably, at least, in part, because they couldn’t really understand much less explain what they had seen.

So what was the Transfiguration?  It was A Glimpse Of God’s Glory.  Jesus was showing Pater, James and John, at least a peek at who He Really Is.  You remember that at the beginning of the story, the Gospel says that Jesus took them up the mountain to pray.  
Prayer is the key.

The greatest lesson For Us from the story of The Transfiguration is that Prayer Changes Us.  Prayer Unites Us With God And 
It Makes Us Better People.
Every one of us, by the very fact that we are here today, has been led by God.  We are drawn by Him and He leads us up the mountain of our spiritual life.  Sometimes we may stumble Or Need Him To Carry Us For A While BUT If We Keep On Trying He Will Eventually Get Us To The Top.
In the second reading, St Paul said: “Our homeland is in heaven.”  Heaven is where we really belong and we’ll always be restless until we finally get there.

This longing in our hearts comes from God.  This is how He leads us.  He Makes Us Want To Be Better Than We Are.  He gives us the desire to pray.  And He also helps us to feel guilty when we stray.

We may stray sometimes, but, when all is said and done, we know that We All Want To END UP Being With Him. 
There’s a story about a missionary in North Africa.

This missionary was curious about a certain Arab Who Used To Go Out Into The Desert And Lie Flat On The Ground.  So, one day the missionary asked him what he was doing.  
The Arab said that he was listening to ‘the voice of the desert’.  Then the missionary asked him:  ‘What does it say?’
The Arab replied:

‘The desert says: I Want To Be A GARDEN.’
