Today we heard about how Jesus sent his disciples out with the mission to bring-in a great harvest of souls.  He told them to take nothing with them and depend on whatever people gave them along the way.  
He was asking them to step-out in faith.  He sent them without any money, or backpack, or even an extra pair of shoes.  He wanted them to depend on God - and God’s people.  
Simply put, God wants us to put our lives in his hands.  
We should keep in mind that we really only have one ultimate goal in this life.  And the goal is to make it to heaven and bring as many souls with us as we can.  
But it’s easy to get discouraged or bogged-down with all the cares of everyday life and end up forgetting why we’re here.  There are a lot of people who start out great, but then they give-up when things didn’t go the way they thought they would.  
It’s important to remember that Jesus does not see things the way we do.  Jesus looks at the heart while all we can see is the outward appearance.  We just don’t know if we may have planted a seed in someone’s heart that might not sprout for years to come.  But Jesus does.  And the important thing for us is to trust in Him and not get discouraged.  
That’s how we keep our own hearts right before God.
If you look up the story of any great saint, or of any great person in history, you will see that they all had at least one thing in common.  They never gave up.  Most of them had great obstacles in their lives and some of them had Made Great Mistakes In Their Lives but they never lost faith.  No matter what happened or what obstacle they had to face, they kept-

-their goal in mind.  I think we could all learn from their example.  
We have a goal which is to share in The Lord’s victory.  We all want to be part of the harvest and bring others into it.  I hope that nothing keeps us from that goal.  Because The Kingdom of God is at hand.
