Jesus was about to begin his public life.  Choosing His disciples was an important part of His Ministry.  He found Simon, Andrew, James and John and He made them a strange offer.  To leave everything and follow Him.  

I wonder HOW we would react to an offer like that?  Their answer could have been, “Are you kidding me? I have responsibilities, a home and a family, I can’t do that.”  But no, they accepted the offer sight unseen.  It was a huge risk.  But their Yes was a great example of what happens when we put our faith and trust in God.  By saying yes they received eternal life.

But, what would WE have done?  Would we have accepted without question?  I don’t think ‘I’ would have.  There were no guarantees.

We all get offers all the time, both good and bad.  They come through the mail, newspapers, TV, email and even friends and relatives.  Some of these offers are very tempting; get rich quick and live in luxury and so on.  Some of the offers are legitimate, some not.  Some we accept and some we reject.

But Our Lord is making the same offer to us today that He made to Peter and the other apostles over 2000 years ago.  His offer is, “Come, follow Me.”  But now He adds, “Here are My rules: love Me, love your neighbor as yourself, keep My commandments and pray.  And In Return I Will Give You Eternal Life With Me in Heaven.”
That sounds like a pretty good offer to me.  Just like the apostles, He asks us to give Him our hearts; but we don’t have to quit our jobs or leave our families.  We have guarantees up front.  And We can still play golf or watch hockey or whatever.

But there’s always a catch, right?  We have to live by His rules and that isn’t always easy.  Over the years it’s easy to slack-off or forget or maybe even Revise Or Tweak some of His rules to fit Our Own Situation, right?  
I wonder how hard it would be to get back to the basics?  Probably a lot easier than what Peter, Andrew, James and John did.

I don’t think the decision is all that difficult.  It really is a an offer, with a guarantee, that I don’t think we can refuse.
