When we don’t have The Right Priorities, we’re not going to be able to find The Important Things in life.   
That’s one reason why the people in the Gospel rejected Jesus.
They couldn’t accept a home-town boy as the Messiah.   
So, they missed-out on what was really important.
The same kind of thing was going on with the Corinthians in the second reading.   They were focused too much on the spiritual gifts they had.   Some could speak in tongues, others could interpret tongues, some had the gift of healing and so on.   These gifts were all good, but they didn’t appreciate the greatest gift of all, and that’s the gift of love.

That’s why St Paul said, “I will show you the way that surpasses all others.”  And that is, The Way Of Love.   But with St. Paul love wasn’t just An Abstract Concept.   He Wasn’t Just Thinking About A Feeling.   For him Love Was Practical And Down To Earth.  A Day-In And Day-Out Way Of Dealing With Each Other.

“Love is kind.” How could it be more simple than that?  We have to be kind to each other: to say “please” and “thank you” and “pardon me.”- “Love is patient.”-   It’s not always easy to be patient with the people see everyday.   To not let them get on our nerves or let it bother-us when They Come To Us With Their Problems and we have other things to do.   
“Love is not jealous.”   Love is not arrogant or rude or proud.   Everything In His List Is Practical.   
Above All, Love Is Not Self-Serving.   Love is generous and unselfish.   And love never fails.   

St. John says that God Is Love and in today’s reading the word “love” could be replaced with the name, “Christ.”   

Christ is patient, He’s kind, He does not put on airs, He’s not self-serving, and Christ never fails.   This can help us to realize just how high the ideal of love really is and that we can’t reach it on our own.   Receiving The Eucharist is a good way to help us to grow in Christian love.   
When we receive Communion, we should always pray for the Lord to Help Us To Love Like He Loves.   Especially with the things we have the most trouble with.

St. Paul says that the three greatest virtues are faith, hope, and love.   When we get to heaven we won’t need faith any more because we’ll see God face to face.   We won’t need hope because our hopes will be fulfilled.   
But we will have The Greatest Virtue Of All which is love.   And we can begin eternity right now By Praying For And Putting Into Practice - A Christ-like -Love For Each Other.
