Today is already the Thirty-second Sunday and the Feast of Christ the King, which is the end of the Church year, is only two weeks away.  The theme of the last few Sundays of the year are always about the end-times and the coming of Christ and his Kingdom.  
Today the Sadducees asked Jesus a tricky question about the resurrection.  They were trying to show how practical their own opinion was that there’s no-resurrection of the body. 
Jesus used an argument from scripture to prove them wrong which probably wouldn’t impress very many people today:  That Moses called God the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob who were all dead.  The point was that if he is still their God then they must still be alive.

This was the perfect argument for the Sadducees.  They used this kind of reasoning all the time when it came to the scriptures.  They believed that the first five books of the Bible were The Literal Word Of God, written by Moses.  But they rejected the rest of scripture and the oral traditions which the Pharisees accepted.
There were actually two main doctrines that the Pharisees accepted and the Sadducees rejected.  They were: belief in the resurrection and belief that angels exist.  And you notice that Jesus also said that those who rise from the dead will be like the angels.
November 11th, Remembrance day, will be this Thursday.  And most of us are not only thinking about those who gave their lives for our freedom but we’re also thinking about our own loved ones who have died.  I don’t think we ever really get-over our own feelings of loss and grief when someone close to us dies.
Belief in the resurrection is the one thing that can help us with those feelings we still have of loss and grief.  The hope that someday we’ll be together again because Jesus died and rose from the dead which is the foundation of our faith; in fact, like St Paul said, without the resurrection, our faith makes no sense at all. - The reason Jesus died on the Cross and rose from the dead was to save us from our sins and give us the gift of eternal life.
Still, it’s hard to deal with the death of a loved one.  We believe that those who have died are in the hands of God and that we should be happy for them but we still have to cope with the grief and sense of loss we have anyway.
In the Beatitudes Jesus said: Blessed are those who mourn for they shall be comforted.  But sometimes it can seem like this comfort is a long time coming and God is far away.  

But despite all this and no matter how hard things may seem to be at times, as Christians, we always have hope.  The resurrection is our guarantee that all the things we suffer in this life will have their reward in the end.  

Jesus didn’t only say that there is a resurrection but he said I am The Resurrection and The Life.

These words shouldn’t just give us comfort in our sense of loss here and now but help us to look forward to our own future with peace and joy when our time comes to meet the Lord and be reunited with our loved ones.
