You know, Most Of The Holy Days Of The Christian Year are based on some event.   Like Christmas, or Palm Sunday, or Easter - they all celebrate historical events in Jesus’ life.   But today’s feast isn’t based on an event - it’s based on a doctrine.   The doctrine of the Holy Trinity.   That’s the term the Church uses to describe the greatest mystery of our faith.   That exact word isn’t in the Bible but it’s expressed throughout the New Testament.
The first Christians were all Jews.   And they firmly believed that there is Only One God.  The One who created the universe and everything that’s in it.   And that faith didn’t change.   But this One God had touched their lives in three different ways.  

When the Apostles met Jesus it radically changed their understanding of The One True God.   
Eventually they came to understand that He was The Messiah but they weren’t exactly sure what that meant until they saw Him die and then rise from the dead.   For forty days, He appeared to them over and over again.   And slowly, the truth began to dawn on them. 
This was much more than just a man.     
The One And Only True God had actually become one of us.  
But then there was one more part to this mystery.  
God would come and dwell within them.   Jesus promised that He would always be with them.  He told them about a Comforter who He would send to Take His Place in their lives and that He would be with them forever.   
And Jesus called this Comforter a person.   He said, “When the Spirit of truth comes to you, He will guide you into all truth.”   At first they didn’t understand.  
But on Pentecost Sunday, they understood everything because God was now living within them.   
They could go their separate ways but God was still with all of them.   They still believed that there is Only One God, but their understanding of God was changed forever.   The God who was Always Above Them - Had Walked Among Them.   And the God Who Walked Among Them - now Lived Within Them.
So the early Church came to say, God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit.   It’s the greatest mystery of our faith: One God in Three Persons - Three Persons - but Only One God.   
At the beginning of today’s Mass I said: “May the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you.”  That blessing was one of the earliest prayers that Christians ever said.   And we still say it today because its just as true now as it was back then.
I hope we all grow in our understanding of God as a Trinity: 
as the One who created the universe and everything that’s in it: as the One who became one of us:  
As The One Who Dwells Within Us and Shares Our Life With Us.  
And as The One who wants all of us to Live With Him Forever.
