Everything in this world seems to have a schedule.  Buses, trains and planes run on schedules.  Schools have schedules that let their students know when to be in class, and the dates of exams and graduation.
Companies have schedules that let their employees know when they work and when they’ll be paid.  

We schedule our personal lives too.  We set alarm clocks to wake us up at a certain time.  We decide the things we want to do and the time we want to do it.  We set a time for meals, exercise, and a time to rest.  A lot of us even have a “To Do List”.
Today’s Gospel, tells us that God doesn’t operate like a bus system, or a school, or a business.  God doesn’t tell us the year, the day, or the hour when He is going to act.  God operates according to His own schedule.  

In today’s Gospel, Jesus talked about those who lived during the days when Noah was building the ark.  They had no idea when the flood would come.  In the same way, Jesus says His Return In Glory will catch people by surprise.  But to be caught by surprise doesn’t mean to be caught un-prepared.
There is an old saying: “If I believed the world was to end tomorrow, I would still plant a tree today.”  Of course, I don’t think whoever said it meant the last day is a good day to plant a tree.  But that The Last Day Should Not Change The Way That We Live Every Day because we should Live Every Day As If It Were The Last Day.  The Only Way To Be Ready For The Second Coming Is To Live Every Day In The Love And Grace Of The First Coming.
Because no one knows God’s schedule!
