The Feast of the Epiphany, is one of the oldest Feast days in the Church.  It was celebrated even before Christmas.

The word Epiphany means Revelation and refers to Christ being made known to the world.  In the beginning the feast was about several Revelations: his birth, his being made known to the Shepherds and the Wise Men, when he was Baptized in the Jordan and His first Miracle at the Wedding feast of Cana.

But now the Feast is focused mostly On The Epiphany Of-

-Christ To The Wise Men, or, should we say, to Us Gentiles.

In the story of the Wise Men a very important part of Christ’s Mission was revealed right from the beginning - and that is, his mission to the whole world.

The Feast of the Epiphany was Very Important In The Early Church because every Christian, who wasn’t born a Jew, Saw Their Own Story in the story of The Wise Men.
The wise men were guided by a star; they were led by God to Bethlehem where they found Jesus and they offered their gifts To The Christ Child and paid him homage.

The early converts realized that they were guided by God on a journey that led to faith in Jesus Christ.  When they finally found Him they gave him everything and worshiped him as The Son of God and as The One True Savior of the World.

They may not have been rich like the Magi, but they knew that they had found the greatest treasure anyone could ever have – and that is faith in Jesus Christ.

But it’s not just converts or those who come to the Church after they’re adults who are specially Chosen And Led by God.

Every one of us has been Guided By God to the gift of faith.  It may be because we searched when we were adults and found faith - but it could also be because we were brought up as Christians. Whether we were quick fried or slow baked, as the Benedictines used to say, the truth is, we’re all converts.
Sometimes, though, as time goes by, our faith can sort of fade into the background.  The flame of our faith can become a smoldering wick.
When this happens what we need is re-conversion.  We need to look for that star again.    The Wise Men were wise because They allowed God Lead Them.  And their journey was a journey of faith.  

In one way or another the same thing has happened to every one of us.  God leads us on a journey of faith and When We Follow His Lead, he reveals himself to us in the person of Jesus Christ.

But this doesn’t happen just once.  It happens over and over again in our lives.  There are a whole lot of Epiphanies waiting for us when we turn to God and let him lead us.

In one way or another there’s always a star shining out there in the darkness.  If we look for that star whenever we-

-need direction in our lives, and follow where God leads us, we’ll find Christ in all kinds of different ways until we Finally Meet Him Face To Face and He calls us home to live with him forever.
