When kids are told to do something sometimes they will say something like ‘you’re not the boss of me’.   And adults will say pretty much the same thing.  But in a more ‘grown up’ way.  They will ask: ‘By what authority are you telling me to do this or that?’  It seems that the question of freedom and authority is always on our minds.  It always has been, ever since Adam and Eve questioned the command not to eat the forbidden fruit in the Garden of Eden.
This Feast of Christ the King was instituted in 1925.   Back then, the people in Europe had been ravaged by a lot of political claims to own them.  Napoleon instituted the draft, claiming the State owned the people, and, therefore, France had the right to draft them into the army.   This was really a logical result of the French Revolution which claimed that the Right of Man did not from God but from the government.  
We still suffer, today, from the effects of that kind of thinking.  Government is still trying to control what we are allowed to think and say.
Into all of this comes Christ - claiming to be our King.  Not concerning politics or economics, but concerning what really matters.   Concerning where we place our hearts and souls.  
There was a little boy who was being disciplined by his mother.  She had just told him to sit down and stay in his chair and not move.  But the boy said to himself: “I may be sitting in this chair but inside I’m standing up!” Not bad, for a little boy! That’s the same kind of freedom that has given a lot of prisoners of war the power to make it through whatever they had to go through.
WHAT Christ came to give us is what the tyrants of this world fear the most, Power and Freedom.  Power and freedom to possess our own inner self.  That’s what the thought police of any system would like to do but never can.  
There are other tyrants in our lives that also want to own and control us.  Things like Anger, all the wounds we bear from our past hurts.  All the blame and resentments and rivalries.   The list can get pretty long.
Christ needs be the King of our souls.  To let Him we have to dethrone all the false gods that want to own us.  
But we have to take the action.  Jesus won’t do it for us.  As a matter of fact, He rarely does anything for you.  But He Will Do Everything With You.
Jesus tells us that with men, it is impossible.  But with God, all things are possible, even moving those mountains in our lives that want to destroy us.  
That is why Christ is King.
