A man was in the back yard trying to fix a broken lawn mower.  When he had just about reached the end of his rope, his three-year-old daughter showed up and said, "Whatcha-doin,' Daddy?" The man replied, "I am trying to fix this stupid mower, but I don't think I can." She reassured him, "God can fix it!".  He ignored her for the time being and kept struggling.  

An hour or so later after the frustrated man had almost completely torn the mower apart, his daughter returned, and he grumbled, "Well, God will have to fix it, because I can't." /

"God can fix it!"  I think that’s as good a message as any for Easter.  

Throughout the history of the Bible, there is one time and event after another when God has fixed what we can’t.  Ezekiel's "Valley of the Dry Bones" is a good example.  After Babylon had sacked Israel and they were exiled, it seemed that everything was lost and there was no hope.  So, God gave Ezekiel the vision of ‘the valley of dry bones’ and he saw thousands of dry bones brought back to life and restored to the living.   This is not just a vision to show the Jewish people that there is hope for them-even in their darkest hour.  It’s to show us that no matter how bad we think things are, there is always hope.  God can fix it.  

The Exodus journey through the Red Sea is our message too.  Not only that God can deliver us the from our sins but from the cruelty and abuse we suffer from the hands of others as well.  

God can fix it.  

Pentecost reminds us that God can renew our spirit and He can  wipe away our tears, and our despair and hopelessness.  

God can fix it.

Today, the Resurrection reminds us that God can fix whatever is broken; He can raise up what is cast down, He can renew what is old, and He can strengthen us in our weakness so that we can draw close to Him and learn that His yoke is easy and His burden is light. 

Remember how this week began?   It began with the joy of Palm Sunday that quickly faded away to the solemn night of the Last Supper; which led to Jesus' arrest, and His trial, and His Crucifixion.  God can fix that too.  Through the sorrow and death of that week; God can raise us up like He raised Jesus to a new and better life.

God fixed it so that a cruel and ugly instrument of death has become a symbol of hope, and salvation. / Thousands of people around the world are being baptized today, and we will renew our own Baptismal vows, and know that God fixes it so that we can be buried with Christ in his death  and raised to  a new life  of faith.  Once we were dead in our sins-now God has fixed it so we can be alive, in Christ, and be with Him forever.  God fixes it so that we can know that  we are loved more than anything-loved so much that we’re worth dying for.

God can fix our own mortal bodies.  God also fixes it so that a spiritually dead Christian can find a new life of renewed commitment and joy.

Nothing is so desperate or hopeless, not even death is so final that it can’t be brought to life through the power of God’s resurrection.

Come to think of it, in saying, "God can fix it," that little girl was wrong.  Because the truth is that, GOD HAS FIXED IT.  

Because Christ is risen.  Alleluia.
