As I have loved you, so you also should love one another!  
For Anyone Who Has Really Tried, we know that this is A Lot Easier Said Than Done!  To Love Those Who Love Us is hard enough at times.  But to Love Those Who Hate Us, Or Those Who Have Hurt Us In Some Way, can seem to be impossible.  
And It Is Impossible without God’s grace.
We don’t seem to see very much Christian Love in the world today.  Sometimes we might ask ourselves - why Christians today don’t seem to be as faithful as the early Christians were.   
Why does Christianity seem to be so weighed down with sin?  Why isn’t the Church a shining example of Christian behavior to the world?  
Or maybe even why can’t ‘I’ be more faithful to the Lord? 

But the early Church Wasn’t Perfect Either.   They Weren’t Able To Convert Everyone.   They had followers who Lost Their Faith and fell away.   They Suffered From All The Same Human Weakness That We Still Do Today.  
So, what is our faith all about?  It’s about coming to the Lord and acknowledging that we are sinners.  It’s About Learning To Live In That Truth - And Learning How To Let-

-God’s Grace Transform Us.  By ourselves, We Can’t Build A Church for God Any More Than David Could Build A Temple For The Lord.  It’s God Who Builds The Church.  Our job is to Try to Be Faithful, Every Day, And Try To Grow- -In Our Faith With The Help Of His Grace.  When We Make Mistakes, We Ask For Forgiveness And We Keep On Trying To Do Better.  
Our job - like St. Paul said - Is To Keep On Striving Towards Our Goal.
Faith in Jesus Christ In Not About Success In This World.  
And it’s Not About Having A Perfect Church In This World.  
Faith Is About Following Jesus Christ The Best We Can.  
Faith is about Relying On Jesus Christ, Even When The Whole World Seems To Be Full of Roadblocks And Going In The Other Direction.
