The greatest test of someone’s character is what they do when nobody is looking.  For a student, it might be when the teacher is not in the room.  For an employee, it might be when the boss is out of town.  For a teenager it might be whether or not he plays a video game instead of doing his homework when mom or dad is working late.  Today’s parable is all about being faithful while Jesus is away.
The three servants in the Gospel spell out our options.  A few of us are blessed with many talents and will do great things for the Lord.  Some of us will be the “one talent” type.  Want to do the right thing, but are afraid of making a mistake.  But just staying out of trouble isn’t enough.  
Most of us are probably somewhere in the middle - the two talent person.  Average talents and ability.  The two talent person might stumble every now and then, and has to work hard for what seems to come easy to the five talent person, but is still willing to take a chance and keep on trying.  
No matter what our level of talent – being faithful and trying our best with what The Lord has given us is the key to success in God’s eyes.
